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THIS IS THE “CITY OF BYRD”   

 DURING THE 1920S, SHREVEPORT’S ECONOMY WAS BOOMING, CONSTRUCTION ABOUNDED. SHREVEPORT LANDMARKS LIKE THE SLATTERY BUILDING, CADDO PARISH COURTHOUSE, MARKET STREET VIADUCT, KINGS HIGHWAY 

CHRISTIAN CHURCH, ST. JOHN BERCHMAN’S CATHEDRAL, THE STRAND THEATRE AND THE MUNICIPAL AUDITORIUM WERE ALL BUILT DURING THIS TIME. 

 CONCERNED ABOUT OVERCROWDING AT SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL, THE CITY’S ONLY WHITE PUBLIC HIGH SCHOOL, THE CADDO PARISH SCHOOL BOARD 

DECIDED TO BUILD TWO NEW HIGH SCHOOLS. ON FEBRUARY 23, 1923, A 20 ACRE SITE FOR WHICH BYRD HIGH SCHOOL WAS CONSTRUCTED AND STANDS TODAY 

WAS PURCHASED FROM JUSTIN GRAS FOR $110,000. AT THE SAME TIME THE SCHOOL BOARD PASSED A RESOLUTION TO PURCHASE FOUR ADDITIONAL LOTS 

ADJACENT TO GRAS PROPERTY FROM F.R. CHADWICK IN THE BON AIR SUBDIVISION FOR $9,500. STEWART-MCGEE WAS AWARDED THE BUILDING CONTRACT ON 

MARCH 19, 1924 AT A COST OF $772,133. 

  ON OCTOBER 3, 1924, WITH FULL MASONIC CEREMONIES, PROFESSOR C.E. BYRD, SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS, LAID THE CORNERSTONE OF THE 

NEW SCHOOL ON THE CORNER OF LINE AVENUE AND KINGS HIGHWAY. SEALED IN THE CORNERSTONE WAS A LETTER FROM BYRD; A BOLL WEEVIL, SYMBOLIZING 

THE PROBLEMS OF LOCAL COTTON FARMERS; A BOTTLE OF OIL, SYMBOLIC OF THE PREVALENCE OF THE OIL INDUSTRY IN NORTHWEST LOUISIANA; AN EAR OF CORN, 

REPRESENTING THE AGRICULTURAL INDUSTRY; COINS, REPRESENTING THE FINANCIAL SITUATION AND A HOLY BIBLE.  

 IN FEBRUARY 1925, THE SCHOOL BOARD AUTHORIZED SUPERINTENDENT BYRD TO FURNISH AND EQUIP THE SCHOOL, WHICH WOULD EVENTUALLY BEAR 

HIS NAME. THE BOARD APPROVED $40,000 FOR FURNISHINGS, AND ACCEPTED THE BUILDING ON JUNE 27, 1925. THE OPENING OF SCHOOL WAS DELAYED 

UNTIL OCTOBER WHEN FURNITURE ARRIVED. 

 THE NEWLY RENAMED HIGH SCHOOL IN SHREVEPORT OPENED IN OCTOBER 1925 WITH GROVER C. KOFFMAN AS ITS PRINCIPAL. MANY OF THE SCHOOL’S 

FINEST TRADITIONS CAN BE TRACED BACK TO THE BELOVED, RESPECTED AND HONORABLE INAUGURAL PRINCIPAL. KOFFMAN WAS KNOWN AS A BRILLIANT EDUCATOR AND STRICT DISCIPLINARIAN, WHO LOVED THE SCHOOL AND ITS STUDENTS. HE 

IS CREDITED WITH CHRISTENING THE SCHOOL WITH THE MONIKER “CITY OF BYRD.” E.L. ALBERTSON, WHO WOULD LATER MOVE TO RIVAL FAIR PARK HIGH SCHOOL AFTER ITS CONSTRUCTION IN 1927, WAS THE ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL. 

 ON SEPTEMBER 17, 1925, T.H. HARRIS, STATE SUPERINTENDENT OF EDUCATION, AND C.E. BYRD BOTH SPOKE AT THE SCHOOL’S DEDICATION, FLANKED BY ALL THE GRADUATING CLASSES OF SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL. WHEN THE 

SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS MOVED INTO THE NEW LINE AVENUE FACILITY THEY BROUGHT ALL THE TRADITIONS, CURRICULUM REQUIREMENTS, CLUBS, ORGANIZATIONS, ACADEMIC AND SOCIAL ACTIVITIES TO THE NEW SCHOOL. 

SADLY, JUST FIVE MONTHS AFTER THE NEW SCHOOL’S DEDICATION, CLIFTON ELLIS BYRD DIED. HIS BODY LAY IN STATE IN THE FOYER OF THE SCHOOL THAT NOW BEARS HIS NAME. HE WAS LAID TO REST IN FOREST PARK CEMETERY NEXT TO HIS 

WIFE OF 32 YEARS, MATTIE MCAFEE BYRD. LATER THAT YEAR, SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL WOULD BE RENAMED C.E. BYRD HIGH SCHOOL IN HIS HONOR.  

 THE CONTRACT FOR THE NEW FOOTBALL STADIUM WAS AUTHORIZED IN NOVEMBER 1925 AT A COST OF $40,000. MADE OF CONCRETE AND BUILT INTO THE SIDE OF A HILL ON THE SOUTH SIDE OF THE SCHOOL GROUNDS, THE STADIUM 

WAS BUILT BY H.H. BUCHANAN AND HAD A SEATING CAPACITY OF 8,000. IN ITS PRIMARY YEARS, THE STADIUM WAS HOME TO SOME OUTSTANDING YELLOW JACKETS FOOTBALL TEAMS. LATER IT ALSO HOUSED THE ARMY JUNIOR RESERVE 

OFFICER TRAINING CORPS PROGRAM. COMMENCEMENT EXERCISES WERE HELD IN THE STADIUM FROM 1929 UNTIL KOFFMAN’S RETIREMENT IN 1955. THE STADIUM WAS RAZED IN 1956.  

  MOST OF THE HOUSES ON KINGS HIGHWAY THAT BACK THE SCHOOL GROUNDS WERE IN EXISTENCE WHEN THE SCHOOL WAS BUILT. IN 1955, ONE OF THE LOTS WAS PURCHASED BY THE C.E. BYRD ALUMNI ASSOCIATION FOR FUTURE 

EXPANSION OF THE SCHOOL. IN 1999, KINGS HIGHWAY CHRISTIAN CHURCH PURCHASED FOUR ADDITIONAL LOTS AND DONATED THEM TO THE CADDO PARISH SCHOOL BOARD. IN 2000-01, THESE FIVE LOTS WERE USED TO PROVIDE ADDI-

TIONAL PARKING FOR THE SCHOOL.  

 THE SWIMMING POOL, WHICH WAS PART OF THE ORIGINAL BUILDING, ON THE LOWER FLOOR WAS COVERED IN THE 1930S. DURING REMODELING OF THE GYMNASIUM IN 1998, WORKERS DISCOVERED THE POOL TO BE INTACT AND IN 

WORKING CONDITION. 

 IN 1955, KOFFMAN LED A CAMPAIGN TO RAISE MONEY FOR THE C.E. BYRD YOUTH CENTER TO HONOR FORMER BYRD STUDENTS WHO LOST THEIR LIVES IN SERVICE OF THE COUNTRY. LAND WAS DONATED BY THE SCHOOL BOARD AND 

CONSTRUCTION COSTS TOTALED $65,000, OF WHICH $15,000 WAS RAISED BY BYRD STUDENTS AND $30,00 WAS DONATED BY CIVIC AND COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS AND PARENT SPONSORED CLUBS AT BYRD. 

 CONSTRUCTION OF THE GYMNASIUM BEGAN IN 1956 AND THE FIRST BASKETBALL GAME WAS PLAYED THERE IN 1957. ALL OF THE WINDOWS IN THE BUILDING WERE REPLACED IN 1966 AND FIRE DOORS WERE ADDED. 

 IN 1980, MEMBERS OF THE SCHOOL BOARD CITING POOR BUILDING CONDITIONS AND DECLINING ENROLLMENT CONSIDERED RAZING THE SCHOOL. PROTESTS FROM ALUMNI, PTA AND STUDENTS DISSUADED THAT DECISION. INSTEAD 

MONEY WAS APPROVED TO RENOVATE AND REMODEL THE SCHOOL. THE BUILDING RECEIVED A $5.5 MILLION RENOVATION AND WAS COMPLETELY AIR CONDITIONED IN 1985. IT WAS ALSO THE LAST MAJOR RENOVATIONS TO THE AUDITORIUM. 

 IN 1986, BYRD ADDED A MATH/SCIENCE MAGNET WITHIN THE SCHOOL. ENROLLMENT INCREASED AND THE CITY OF BYRD WAS ON ITS WAY BACK TO PREVIOUS GLORY. IN CELEBRATION, THE FIRST ULTIMATE REUNION, A REUNION OF 

ALL GRADUATING CLASSES FROM 1926-87, WAS HELD IN JUNE 1987. THE C.E. BYRD ALUMNI ASSOCIATION WAS FORMED WITH THE GOAL OF HELPING BYRD HIGH SCHOOL PROSPER. FUNDS RAISED DURING THE ULTIMATE REUNION WAS 

USED TO PURCHASE A STUDIO CONSISTING OF FILM, EDITING AND BROADCASTING EQUIPMENT FOR BROADCAST JOURNALISM CLASSES, K-BYRD. K-BYRD BROADCASTS A WEEKLY VIDEO MAGAZINE ON THE CLOSED CIRCUIT TELEVISION CHANNEL 

IN CLASSROOMS. 

 BYRD’S STEADY RISE BACK TO THE TOP OF LOUISIANA PUBLIC SCHOOLS REACHED ITS PINNACLE IN 1996 WHEN THE SCHOOL WAS NAMED A BLUE RIBBON SCHOOL OF EXCELLENCE, THE HIGHEST AWARD GIVEN TO A SCHOOL BY THE 

U.S. DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION. 

 THE CHARLES RAVENNA COURTYARD WAS COMPLETED IN AUGUST 1994, PAID FOR THROUGH THE GENEROSITY OF BYRD ALUMS. IN 1995, THE ALUMNI ASSOCIATION HAD A SPRINKLER SYSTEM INSTALLED AND TREES PLANTED 

AROUND THE NEW PARKING AREA ON CRESWELL, ADJACENT TO THE MEMORIAL YOUTH CENTER. 

 THE $1.6 MILLION LYNNE FITZGERALD MATH & SCIENCE BUILDING WAS BUILT BY THE CADDO PARISH SCHOOL BOARD AND OPENED IN AUGUST 1995.  

 IN 1996, THE ULTIMATE REUNION II, SPONSORED BY THE ALUMNI ASSOCIATION, WAS A FIVE-DAY CELEBRATION OF THE 71 YEARS (1926-96) OF GRADUATING CLASSES AND ATTRACTED NEARLY 10,000 PEOPLE, WHO PARTICIPATED 

IN AT LEAST ONE OF THE 40 ACTIVITIES DURING THE FIVE DAYS. THE EVENT WAS AWARDED THE SHREVEPORT ADVERTISING ASSOCIATION’S IMAGE AWARD FOR 1996.  

 IN CONJUNCTION WITH THE ULTIMATE REUNION II, THE SCHOOL’S FOYER WAS RENOVATED AND RENAMED IN HONOR OF ITS FIRST PRINCIPAL GROVER C. KOFFMAN. BRASS CHANDELIERS, ORIGINAL TO THE BUILDING, WERE REFUR-

BISHED AND HUNG IN THE FOYER; TROPHY CASES WERE REFINISHED AND DECORATED; WALLS WERE REPAINTED AND A LARGE CIRCULAR MOSAIC TILE DESIGN WITH THE SCHOOL’S MASCOT, THE YELLOW JACKET, WAS PLACED INTO THE FLOOR. AT 

SOME POINT IN THE PAST WITH CHANGES IN FIRE CODES, THE ORIGINAL WOODEN FRENCH DOORS WERE REPLACED WITH SOLID METAL DOORS. USING MONIES RAISED DURING THE REUNION, THE ALUMNI HAD NEW METAL FRENCH DOORS 

INSTALLED ACROSS THE  FOYER THEREBY RESTORING THE FRONT OF THE BUILDING TO ITS ORIGINAL HISTORIC DESIGN. 

 WITH FUNDS RAISED DURING THE ULTIMATE REUNION II, THE ALUMNI FURNISHED THE KOFFMAN RESEARCH CENTER IN THE LIBRARY. COMPUTERS, WIRING, RESEARCH 

TOWERS, FURNITURE AND COMPUTER PROGRAMS WERE PURCHASED AND INSTALLED TO BRING THE LIBRARY UP TO A STATE-OF-THE-ART RESEARCH FACILITY. 

 IN THE SPRING OF 1997, THE ALUMNI ASSOCIATION AND THE CLASS OF 1953 BEGAN A FUND RAISING CAMPAIGN TO BUILD A CORNER MONUMENT ON THE CORNER OF LINE 

AVENUE AND KINGS HIGHWAY, ONE OF THE HIGHEST VISIBILITY CORNERS IN SHREVEPORT. THE CONSTRUCTION BEGAN IN EARLY SUMMER WITH THE INSTALLATION OF A SPRINKLER 

SYSTEM AS WELL AS ELECTRICAL SERVICE BROUGHT TO THE AREA. THE FULLY LANDSCAPED MONUMENT WAS DEDICATED ON OCTOBER 9, 1997 IN CONNECTION WITH BYRD’S HOME-

COMING. 

 IN 1997, THE ALUMNI FINANCED ADDITIONAL LANDSCAPING AND SPRINKLER SYSTEM ACROSS THE ENTIRE FRONT OF THE BUILDING TO THE CORNER OF GLADSTONE. PERENNI-

AL MEMORIAL BEDS WERE INSTALLED AND BIYEARLY PLANTING OF ANNUALS HELPS BRIGHTEN THE CAMPUS. 

 IN MAY OF 2000, THE ALUMNI DEDICATED THE RENOVATION OF THE SOUTHWEST ENTRANCE TO THE SCHOOL TO A LONG-TIME ALUMNAE BOARD MEMBER AND CO-CHAIRMAN 

OF THE ULTIMATE REUNION II, MONNA WILLIAMS FRANKS. THE SOLID METAL DOORS HAVE BEEN REPLACED WITH FRENCH DOORS AND LANDSCAP-

ING. 

 FOR THE 75TH ANNIVERSARY (2000), THE ALUMNI RAISED OVER $105,000 FOR A NEW SOUND AND LIGHTING SYSTEM AS WELL AS STAGE AND WINDOW CURTAINS FOR THE AUDITORIUM. 

 SOME OF BEAUTIFICATION PROJECTS AROUND THE SCHOOL INCLUDES A MAGNIFICENT NEW ENTRYWAY TO THE GYMNASIUM, THE BYRD HIGH SCHOOL HONORARY WALKWAY. THE NEW ENTRYWAY ON 

GLADSTONE INCLUDES A GARDEN, A PLAZA WHERE ONE CAN STOP FOR REFLECTION AND A MULTI-TIERED WALKWAY. IT ENHANCES THE BEAUTY OF THE SCHOOL AND PROVIDES AN OPPORTUNITY TO HONOR 

ANYONE WHO HAS BEEN A PART OF THE CITY OF BYRD. PORTIONS OF THE WALKWAY CONSISTS OF BRICKS THAT CAN BE PURCHASED AS A TRIBUTE TO HONOR STUDENTS, CLASSES, ALUMNI, FACULTY (BOTH PAST 

AND PRESENT) OR ANY LOVED ONE WHO HAS BEEN TOUCHED BY THE BYRD EXPERIENCE.  

 IN 2021, THE CADDO PARISH SCHOOL BOARD APPROVED THE INSTALLATION OF PIXELLOT CAMERA SYSTEMS AT BYRD’S DR. WILLIAM S. BUNDRICK FOOTBALL FIELD AND IN THE BYRD GYMNASIUM.   

 IN THE SPRING OF 2014, BYRD HIGH SCHOOL OFFICIALS AND SUPPORTERS ARE BROKE GROUND ON A $1.5 MILLION PROJECT THAT WILL BRING SOME OF THE SCHOOL'S ATHLETIC FACILITIES INTO THE 21ST CENTURY. PHASE I OF 

"JACKET PRIDE: THE CAMPAIGN FOR BYRD ATHLETICS" WAS A SYNTHETIC TURF FIELD FOR USE BY THE FOOTBALL, SOCCER AND LACROSSE TEAMS, ALONG WITH PHYSICAL EDUCATION CLASSES. IT ALSO INCLUDED A SYNTHETIC SURFACE TRACK 

TO REPLACE THE OLD ASPHALT TRACK, ALONG WITH A LAND ACQUISITION FOR ADDITIONAL PARKING. 

 THE SECOND PHASE OF THE PRIVATELY FUNDED PROJECT WILL INCLUDE CONSTRUCTION OF AN APPROXIMATELY $2 MILLION FIELD HOUSE ON THE KINGS HIGHWAY END OF THE COMPLEX. IT WILL HOUSE FOOTBALL LOCKER ROOMS,

WANTED THIS TO HAPPEN THIS YEAR." 

 IN 2025-26, A NUMBER OF RENOVATION / IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS ARE ON THE DOCKET, INCLUDING A $175,000 WEIGHTROOM UPGRADE, 

WITH CUSTOM WEIGHT EQUIPMENT, CUTTING EDGE-TECHNOLOGY AND A MODERN AESTHETIC .  THIS PROJECT WAS SUPPORTED AND FULLY FUNDED BY 

THE BYRD ALUMNI ASSOCIATION.  

 A $150,000 GRANT FROM THE LOUISIANA PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION TO INSTALL NEW LED LIGHTS AT THE DR. WILLIAN S. BUNDRICK 

FIELD, WHICH IS USED FOR FOOTBALL, SOCCER, LACROSSE AND OTHER ACTIVITIES, AS WELL AS THE BYRD SOFTBALL FIELD WAS COMPLETED IN THE FALL 

OF 2025. 

 THE CADDO PARISH SCHOOL BOARD PAID FOR UPDATES TO THE BYRD YOUTH CENTER, INCLUDING A NEW HVAC SYSTEM,  BENEFITS THE BYRD 

WRESTLING PROGRAM AS WELL AS OTHER STUDENT GROUPS. 

EXCITING PLANS ARE BEING FINALIZED FOR THE LAUNCH OF THE PHASE 3 OF THE JACKET PRIDE CAMPAIGN TO CONSTRUCT A STATE-OF-THE-ART ATHLET-

ICS FIELD HOUSE AS WELL AS OTHER UPDATES TO EXISTING ATHLETICS FACILITIES.  STAY TUNED FOR MORE INFORMATION SOON ABOUT THE PROJECT, 

AND HOW YOU CAN SUPPORT THESE OUTSTANDING IMPROVEMENTS TO THE CITY AND KEEP JACKET PRIDE ALIVE.

CLIFTON ELLIS BYRD   

 CLIFTON ELLIS BYRD WAS BORN IN BATH COUNTY, VIRGINIA, DECEMBER 14, 1859, HIS PARENTS BEING JOHN T. AND SARAH REBECCA (MCCLINTIE) BYRD, BOTH OF WHOM WERE NATIVE VIRGINI-

ANS. 

 HE PASSED HIS YOUTH ON HIS FATHER'S FARM AND ATTENDED THE PUBLIC SCHOOLS OF BATH COUNTY. HE ENTERED THE AUGUSTA MILITARY ACADEMY WHERE HE PREPARED FOR COLLEGE; HE THEN 

ENTERED THE UNIVERSITY OF VIRGINIA AND BECAME A TEACHER AFTER GRADUATION. HE BECAME THE PRINCIPAL OF SCHOOLS AT FRONT ROYAL, VA., REMAINING THERE SIX YEARS, AFTER WHICH HE ACCEPTED 

THE POST AS PRINCIPAL OF OUACHITA PARISH HIGH SCHOOL, REMAINING THERE THREE YEARS.  

 IN 1892, BYRD BECAME THE FIRST PRINCIPAL OF THE FIRST HIGH SCHOOL IN SHREVEPORT, WHICH WAS HELD IN THE OLD Y. M. C. A. BUILDING ON THE CORNER OF EDWARDS AND MILAM STREETS. HE 

WAS PAID A SALARY OF $70 PER MONTH. MISS LOU MORRIS WAS THE ASSISTANT PRINCIPAL. THE HIGH SCHOOL WAS MOVED TO THE SOADY BUILDING ON CROCKETT STREET IN 1898, AND LATER PROVISION 

WAS MADE FOR IT IN THE THIRD FLOOR OF THE OLD JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL ON HOPE STREET.  

 IN 1894, BYRD MARRIED THE FORMER MARTHA MATILDA LOCKHART "MATTIE" MCFEE OF MONROE (DECEMBER 25, 1868- SEPTEMBER 27, 1940.) THEY HAD HAD TWO CHILDREN, MARY BYRD 

(BORN 1895) AND CLIFTON BYRD, JR. (BORN 1897).  

 HE SERVED AS PRINCIPAL OF SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL SIX YEARS, BECOMING THE  SUPERINTENDENT OF SCHOOLS IN 1899 WHEN THE NEW HOPE STREET SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL WAS BUILT. 

AFTER SIX YEARS AS SUPERINTENDENT, BYRD ACCEPTED THE PRESIDENCY OF LOUISIANA TECH UNIVERSITY (THEN LOUISIANA INDUSTRIAL INSTITUTE) IN RUSTON WHERE HE SERVED FOR ONLY ONE YEAR. IN 

1907, HE RETURNED TO SHREVEPORT TO BECOME SUPERINTENDENT OF THE CADDO PARISH PUBLIC SCHOOLS, WHERE HE REMAINED UNTIL HIS DEATH. 

 IN 1910, SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL WAS BUILT ADJACENT TO HOPE STREET AND THE HIGH SCHOOL MOVED INTO THIS BUILDING. THOUGH PROFESSOR BYRD LEFT SHREVEPORT HIGH IT REMAINED CLOSE TO HIS HEART. HE SET THE 

STANDARDS FOR THE SCHOOL’S ACADEMIC CURRICULUM, INSISTING THAT TO BE TRULY EDUCATED ONE MUST BE FAMILIAR WITH HISTORY, MATH, ENGLISH AND LATIN. WHILE SERVING AS SUPERINTENDENT, HE TAUGHT GEOMETRY, ALGEBRA, 

PHYSICS AND CHEMISTRY AT THE SCHOOL. HE ALSO WORKED TO ESTABLISH A LIBRARY AT THE SCHOOL.  

 BYRD WAS A MEMBER OF THE SOUTHERN AND NATIONAL EDUCATIONAL ASSOCIATIONS, THE LOUISIANA TEACHERS ASSOCIATION AND WAS A DELEGATE TO THE COUNCIL OF EDUCATION IN LOUISIANA IN 1913. HE WAS A MEMBER OF 

THE BENEVOLENT AND PROTECTIVE ORDER OF ELKS, A MASON AND A MEMBER OF THE SIGMA NU FRATERNITY. HE WAS AN ACTIVE WORKER AND MEMBER OF THE DUNLAP MEMORIAL PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH. BYRD WAS A DEMOCRAT AT A 

TIME WHEN VIRTUALLY EVERY ELECTED OFFICIAL AND MOST APPOINTED OFFICIALS AS WELL WERE MEMBERS OF THE LOUISIANA'S OVERWHELMINGLY MAJORITY PARTY.  

 “BY TODAY’S STANDARDS, C.E. BYRD WAS A DICHOTOMY,” SAID LOCAL HISTORIAN ERIC BROCK.  “HE VIGOROUSLY DEFENDED THE PRACTICE OF CORPORAL PUNISHMENT BUT OBJECTED TO PRAYER OR SCHOOL LED DEVOTIONALS ON 

CAMPUS. HE ARGUED THAT CORPORAL PUNISHMENT WAS NECESSARY FOR DISCIPLINE…AND THAT SCHOOL PRAYER WAS EXCLUSIONARY AND NO PLACE IN A PLURALISTIC SOCIETY.”  

 TRAVELING BY HORSE AND BUGGY IN THE CITY AND TRAINS AND LIVERIES IN RURAL AREAS, BYRD MADE REGULAR VISITS TO SCHOOLS AS SUPERINTENDENT. IN 1918, THE SCHOOL BOARD PURCHASED A CAR FOR HIM, AND IT WAS 

DRIVEN BY THE SCHOOL’S CUSTODIAN, ALBERT. UNDER HIS DIRECTION, A CAFETERIA WAS BUILT NEXT TO THE SCHOOL FOR STUDENT LUNCHES. CONCERNS ABOUT SANITATION AND STUDENTS HEALTH DROVE BYRD TO INITIATE SYSTEMATIC 

HEALTH INSPECTIONS OF THE SCHOOLS, AND A LOCAL DOCTOR TO CHECKED THE STUDENTS. HE ALSO CRUSADED FOR FIRE ESCAPES AT THE SCHOOL AND IN 1906 HAD THEM INSTALLED.  

 BYRD’S MAIN FOCUS WAS EDUCATION, HOWEVER, HE DREAMED OF SEEING SEVERAL NEW FIRST-RATE SCHOOLS BUILT IN CADDO PARISH AND HE LIVED TO SEE THE INITIATION OF THAT DREAM. BEGINNING IN THE EARLY 1920S, A 

MASSIVE SCHOOL BUILDING PROGRAM WAS STARTED. TWO NEW SCHOOLS WERE ENVISIONED TO REPLACE SHREVEPORT HIGH, ONE ON THE EAST SIDE AND THE OTHER ON THE WEST SIDE OF THE CITY. IN 1924, WORK BEGAN ON THE NEW HIGH 

SCHOOL FOR THE EASTERN PART OF TOWN. DURING CONSTRUCTION, IT WAS DECIDED TO NAME THE SCHOOL IN BYRD’S HONOR SINCE IT REPRESENTED THE FULFILLMENT OF HIS DREAM.  

 ON SEPTEMBER 17, 1925, THE NEW SCHOOL BEARING HIS NAME WAS DEDICATED, WITH BYRD DELIVERING THE DEDICATORY ADDRESS. AT THE TIME OF THE DEDICATION THERE WERE MORE THAN 2,000 IN ATTENDANCE. UPON THE 

STAGE WERE REPRESENTATIVES OF THE 32 GRADUATING CLASSES OF THE SHREVEPORT HIGH SCHOOL SINCE 1891. THE LAST PARAGRAPH OF HIS ADDRESS STATED THAT "THE TIME WILL COME WHEN I SHALL LAY DOWN MY WORK, AND I SHALL 

DO SO WITH THE KNOWLEDGE THAT IT WILL GO ON, AND THAT MY NAME WILL BE PRESERVED AND THAT I SHALL NOT HAVE LIVED AND LABORED IN VAIN, FOR MY REWARD IS SURE."   

 LESS THAN SIX MONTHS AFTER HE STOOD ON THE ROSTRUM MAKING THE ADDRESS ABOVE ALLUDED TO, THAT TIME HAD COME WHEN HE HAD LAID DOWN HIS WORK. ON FEBRUARY 26, 1926, AT 8:45 PROFESSOR BYRD PASSED AWAY. 

HIS BODY LAY IN STATE IN THE BYRD HIGH SCHOOL FOYER WHERE THOUSANDS CAME TO PAY THEIR RESPECTS. THE SENIOR CLASS OF 1926 OF C.E. BYRD HIGH SCHOOL DEDICATED THEIR YEARBOOK, THE "GUSHER" TO BYRD WITH THE 

QUOTES, “NEVER IN THE HISTORY OF CADDO PARISH DID THE PASSING OF ANY MAN CAUSE SUCH DEEP REGRET OR MORE PROFOUND MOURNING THAN THE DEATH OUR BELOVED SUPERINTENDENT. ..HE WAS BORN INTO THE SERVICE OF PEOPLE. 

..THE GOLDEN RULE ACTUATED EVERY MOVE OF HIS LIFE AND SERVICE PAID HIM WELL, NOT MATERIALLY, BUT IN THE REWARD OF TRUST AND CONFIDENCE OF HIS FELLOW MAN. ..HE WAS KIND, UPRIGHT, A CHRISTIAN IN THOUGHT, WORD AND 

DEED. ..MANY OF THE MOST SUCCESSFUL MEN OF THE CITY OWE THEIR SUCCESS TO HIM. PROFESSOR BYRD HAS GONE BUT HIS SPIRIT SHALL EVER REMAIN. FORTUNATE IS THIS CITY FOR HAVING HAD THE GIFT OF THE GREAT UNSELFISH, 

LEADER.” CLIFTON ELLIS AND MATTIE BYRD ARE BURIED IN FOREST PARK CEMETERY IN SHREVEPORT. 
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BYRD BASEBALL FIELD AKA THE HIVE  

Byrd’s Baseball Field also known as “The Hive” is the home of Yellow Jackets Base-

ball. Located on the southeast corner of LSU Shreveport’s campus adjacent to Pilot 

Field, the Byrd baseball complex was made possible thanks to generous financial 

contributions as well as hundreds of fundraising and manual labor hours from 

alumni, coaches, players, parents and administrators.  

 

The Yellow Jackets play on a Tiff Bermuda grass infield and outfield, with 50/30 

candlepower lighting, oversized dugouts and a 10-foot coated aluminum fence 

around the outfield and a five-foot fence down the lines. The dimensions measure 

320 feet down the lines, 360 in the power alleys and 370 to straight away center 

field. A digital scoreboard is located beyond the left field wall. 

 

In 2006, the grandstand project was completed at The Hive. The project included 

seating for 240 people with a press box and an air conditioned concession stand as well as restrooms. Concrete walkways which surround the 

grandstand and backstop were also added. At the same time, home and visitor bullpens were added along with complete drainage work. In 2007, a 

covered hitting facility was added to The Hive. The facility consists of three batting cages which are lighted and turfed. 

 

The facility suffered a tremendous amount of damage due to an F0 tornado that passed through Shreveport in April of 2022. After temporary re-

pairs were made, Byrd received approval from the Caddo Parish School 

Board to replace the backstop netting as well as the outfield fence. Con-

struction of new 50-foot backstop netting as well as a new outfield fence 

began after the 2022 season and was completed prior to the 2023 season.  
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BYRD BASEBALL INDOOR HITTING FACILITY  

Opened in January 2024, Byrd Baseball’s brand new indoor hitting facility was the culmination of many years of planning, fund raising, hard work 

and efforts of numerous people. Construction on the facility began in October 2023. Despite delays due to weather, shipping issues, permits, etc., 

the facility was completed just in time for the team to escape the snow and ice storm that hit Shreveport in January 2024.  

 

The 60’x100’ facility is fully turfed with four separate batting cages equipped with Trigon netting. Each cage has its own pitching machine, but can 

be converted to “live” arm us by utilizing the new pitching screens. A portable pitcher’s mound is also available for the Jackets’ pitching staff to use 

to throw a bullpen or get “live” looks against batters. One area of the facility has a wall specifically built for plyometric exercises. 
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Greg Williams begins his 13th season as the head coach of the C.E. Byrd 

Yellow Jackets. In his previous 12 seasons, Williams owns a 219-195

(.529) overall record and a 80-67 (.544) record in district play. He has 

guided Byrd to two District 1-5A titles, two State Runners-Up finishes and 

11 postseason appearances (2020 season cancelled). 

 

An All-District outfielder at Lakeside High School in Sibley, Williams played 

for LBCA Hall of Fame coach Bob Gray.  After graduating from Lakeside in 

2001, Williams continued his playing career at Paris (Texas) Junior College.  

 

In 2003, Williams decided to hang up his glove and spikes and pursue a 

degree in health and exercise science at LSU.  

 

After receiving his bachelor of science degree from LSU in 2006, Williams 

began his coaching career at Zachary High School as an assistant coach 

both in football and baseball. From 2007-09, the Broncos baseball team won three consecutive Class 4A State 

Championships under head coach Jesse Cassard. 

 

Prior to the start of the 2014 season, then athletic director Mike Suggs named Williams the 25th head coach in 

the 106-year history of Yellow Jackets Baseball. 

 

In his first season, Williams guided the Jackets to a 21-14 overall record and captured the District 1-5A crown with 

an 11-4 record. The 2015 team won 22 games, but it was the 2016 team that really captured the public’s atten-

tion. The 2016 Jackets went 25-12 and were the Class 5A State Runners-Up, losing 5-2 in the State Champion-

ship to perennial powerhouse Barbe. 

 

Three consecutive playoff appearances would follow from 2017-19 before the 2020 season was cancelled due to 

the Coronavirus Pandemic.  

 

In 2021, Williams guided the Jackets to a 26-8 overall record and the District 1-5A title. The 26 victories were the 

most wins for a Byrd team since the 2012 team posted 27. Byrd advanced to the LHSAA’s Div. I State Champion-

ship but lost 6-1 to the Jesuit Blue Jays. Under Williams’ tutelage, Byrd advanced to the LHSAA’s Div. I Quarterfi-

nals in 2022 and 2023.  

 

In his 12 seasons, Williams has coached 30 First-Team All-

District players, including two most valuable players, two 

LSWA All-State players and three LBCA All-State players.  

    

The 43-year-old Williams is the youngest of Ki and the late 

Wayne “Butch” Williams, Jr.’s three sons. “Butch” Williams 

and his father, W.W. Williams, both served as superinten-

dents of education in Webster Parish.  

 

Williams is married to the former Heather Hampton of San 

Antonio, Texas. She is the principal at South Highlands 

Elementary, and in 2019 was named the Magnet Schools of 

America Teacher of the Year for the region, which includes 

Arkansas, Colorado, Louisiana, Mississippi, New Mexico, 

Oklahoma, and Texas .  

 

The couple has three children, McCoy, 14, Marlowe, 13, and 

Mae, 8.
